Housing: This means that each plan has approximately the same amount of housing units (309 for Legacy 
Community Partners, 322 for Reeves CMC). We encourage DMPED to continue to push for 1. more 
deeply affordable housing, 2. More family sized units; and 3. more opportunities for seniors and 
intergenerational households. In addition, if there is a decision to displace residents of the Geno Baroni 
apartments the Committee strongly encourages DMPED to work with the selected team to minimize 
disruption and guarantee a return to the site at similar or better accommodations (e.g. bedroom size, 
square footage) for residents who wish to return. 
 
Employment: The Committee would like to see more permanent jobs in the area, net new if possible, and 
encourages DMPED to continue negotiations with whichever team is selected to add more permanent jobs 
and a specific commitment for training opportunities for DC residents who live within 1-5 miles of the 
site. 
 
Retail and Entertainment: Each plan includes a hotel which is required by the new RFP. The 
Committee supports more elements of the Legacy Community Partners retail proposal because the plan 
will 1) bring a hotel to U Street and 2) create a Food Hall partnership with DC Central Kitchen (DCCK). 
The Committee supports a Comedy Club onsite but encourages DMPED and the development team to 
engage the community to select a name that reflects the historic legacy of the Duke Plan and inclusive 
values of the U Street community. The Committee also supports keeping a Post Office at the site and 
dedicating space to local NGOs. 
 
Arts and Education. The Committee would like to see as much space as possible dedicated to purpose-
built arts usage specified in the U Street Arts Overlay District and Duke Plan, such as Alvin Ailey and 
Washington Jazz Institute. The Committee would also like to see arts-related programming for youth and 
seniors as well as performance space for the community as a whole.

WHEREAS: The Reeves Center has been a vital part of the U Street corridor since its 
completion in 1986, serving as the headquarters of multiple DC government agencies, 
supporting daytime activity, establishing Arts and Culture destinations, and fostering the 
revitalization of the neighborhood; 
 
WHEREAS: The intersection of 14th and U Street NW is the intersection of two historical 
commercial and cultural corridors in DC, the site of protests, demonstrations, and 
celebrations from the 1960s to the present day;

become more difficult to manage due to the fact that Howard University properties, 
which were once mostly concentrated in ANC 1B territory, are now split between ANC

Committee member 
Chauvin said he anticipates that it would be something like that.
